1.3 Detalils

In the Hardware Resource panel in the Pin Function tab of the Pins page, the following peripheral names are
incorrectly labelled. Note that this issue has no effect on the generated file.

(1) Incorrect label for [Camera Serial Interface]
The peripheral name of CSIO0 pins is incorrectly labelled.
Incorrect label: Clock Frequency Control
